1. Unplug unit power cord from wall outlet to power down
unit.

Open the head of the tower.

3. Unplug the power/serial harness from the head of the
tower and remove the harness from the wire clip.

8. Re-install all of the harness/cables removed in step 5
into the new Power PCB.

9. Plug the new serial harness (PN: 52-3961) into the
existing Dispense Controller and new Power PCB.

4. Unplug the power/serial harness from both the valve
and power control boards and remove from unit.
